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Therefore, in Portugal it is certainly necessary to develop a systematic study of how 
citizenship relates to social and educational processes in schools and framed by 
concerns of what the different actors articulate around citizenship. The pedagogic 
councils in schools are pivotal to being heard on their projects of EC. I must say that I 
expect from future research a way of contributing through universities3 and their 
research a renewal of concerns to develop Education for Citizenship. 
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3 The universities play also their role on citizenship education, although it should be much more developed.  
The role universities are playing:  
− Master courses on education for citizenship, in some universities; 
− Sociology of Education is also an area of education for/in citizenship in teacher education and 

educators in non formal institutions, where EC finds a strong consonance through the analysis of 
human rights, multiculturalism, exclusion/inclusion, etc. in the educational as well as in the political 
field for mire transformative agendas; 

I would like to make a special reference to the late Stephan Stoer who was able to contribute on a pivotal 
way to establish a critical perspective of sociology of education in Portugal in teacher and education 
courses in general.
